The call went out to 10,629 households,
accounting for 95 percent of households
with children under 18 years of age, leading
to an outpouring of public support.
Miramar High School has always worked
to bridge the communication gap with the
community, yet they did not expect the
level of involvement that came from that
simple phone notification. Rochelle Gold,
Administrative Assistant at Miramar High
School, recounted, “Somewhere between
2,000-3,000 people attended the parade.”

Cars and bleachers teeming with fans lined
Miramar Parkway from the sports complex
to city hall.

The parade was instantly a success
and brought the community together.
Local news stations and the newspaper
covered the parade while other schools
in the district used the opportunity to
fundraise. The population was elated over
the achievements of their students and
the school. “(ParentLink) put the school in

42-20 winning score over Deland High
School, everyone got into the community
spirit as the parade featured the school’s
marching band, dancers, and cheerleaders,
among other student groups.

At the end of the parade, Mayor of Miramar
Lori Moseley read a proclamation that
declared January 23 as Miramar Patriots
Day. Says Gold, “We saw the community
come together, cheering them on. It was
heartwarming.”

The Patriots finished the football season
with an astounding 14-1 record, making
this the first football championship in the
school's 40-year history, and the first
6A championship for the district of over
250,000 students.
